Chanting Along With Cantor
Zucker

| had a deli ghtful time leading the Congregation at our recent Friday night erev Shabba and Purim service. After several
processions around aur service aeawith our Purim song sheds and gragger¥/noisemakersin hand, crowns on heads and
some fabulous costumes, we sat down to rest and to read about the book of Esther and dscusssome of its significant
points.

Our thoughtful Y ad Shalom President, Jon Sunray, took a dose look at the two separate decrees by the King of Persia
(head of an empire with 127 states) to all his subjects concerning the Jews of his vast kingdom. In the decreeworded by
his prime minister, Haman, all Persians were legally empowered to (1) kill al Jews and (2) loct all Jewish property onthe
following 13" day of the month of Adar. This day was chasen by Haman by casting |ots from which we get the word
Purim, the name of our holiday. In afollow-up deaeeby the King of Persia (under the guidance of Queen Esther and the
new prime minister, Mordeca the Jew), the Jews of Persiawere enpowered to defend themselves against their enemies
onthefollowing 13" day of the month of Adar. Esther, usualy just called the Megillah, notes how many Persians were
liquidated by Persian Jews in their self-defense and further states that the Jews did naot loat the property of their Persian
attadkers.

| recdl that Jon Sunray herein noted a major philosophica difference between the Jews of Persia and their adversaries.
Those Persians who acted on the ealier decreeof the King were motivated by the lure of Jewish wealth. But when the
Jews then defended themsel ves under the terms of the second decreg they were not interested in enriching themsel ves at
the hands of their would-be murderers.

Thank you, Jon, for such akeen observation onour people over two millennia ago. In ou own time that includes the
Holocaust when the Nazis destroyed European Jewry by wiping out six million men, women and children (out of an
estimated European Jewish popuation of nine million), our people’s philosophy subsequent to thisincdculable lossis
simply, “we will forgive the Nazi murderers but we will never forget what they did”. Thisisthe Jewish approad to life,
to genocide, and to the future of mankind.

Our retelling of the story of Purim ended with a beautiful Oneg Shabkat lovingly prepared for us by Judy Green and Cliff
Schein. Judy recently suffered the loss of her mother, may sherest in peace, and they gradously prepared and brought to
us beautiful platters of outstanding pastries, exquisite chocolates, beautiful fruits and a memorable Jell-O mold with a hint
of cranberry. It wasamost yummy way to top off our Shablat celebration and Purim retelling of a miraculous saving of
the great ancient Jewish community of Persiawhich developed historic schools of Jewish learning cdled yeshivot, wrote
the Babylonian Talmud and was the leading Jewish community in the world for centuries. Had Mordecai the Jew not
been persistent and had Esther not been extremely courageous, our people might not have had a steady source of Jewish
scholars to guide us during many of the most difficult yeas of our long Diaspora (or exile) from our homeland.

ADDENDUM
From one Royal Party to another: A day in the life of Haman

The entire story of Haman is encapsulated in orelong day - hislast - described in considerable detail i n the book of
Esther, more familiar to us as The Megillah.



Haman is the prime minister to the King of Persia and Medes, a huge and successful empirein the Near East over two
thowsandyeasago. Thereisanew Queen, whose name is Esther, and she suddenly appeasin front of her husband the
King and requests that he come to a soiree and bring Haman with him. That night at the very private party, the King again
asks Queen Esther what she realy wants from him since she would not have risked her life to appear suddenly in front of
the King for something as trite asto deliver adinner invitation. She respords that she’ d love to have the King and Haman
as her dinner guests the very next night at which time she promised to make known her request.

Two critical events occur over the next few hours. (1) On hisway home to relax and relate to his wife and advisers about
his being the only guest at aroyal dinner, Haman again meds his nemesis Mordecai the Jew and instead of being very
satisfied with himself on being the guest of none other than the royal coupde, heisfurious that Mordecai the Jew will as
usual not bow down to him. Hiswife, Zeresh, advises her spouse to cdm down and simply request the King's approval to
hang Mordecai on Haman’ s gall owsto be built for this purpose.

(2) TheKing could not deep. Was it something he @e? Who knows? What does aking of a huge empire do when he
cannot deg? He has servants read to him from reports/accounts of what is going on. The King leansthat a certain
Mordeca the Jew reported a plan to assassinate him. The plan was confirmed and the plotters were executed. The King
also learns that Mordeca was not rewarded for saving hislife.

It isnow morning. Haman has siown upearly to follow up on hiswife's auggestion to seek the King’ s approval to hang
Mordeci on Haman’'s gallows. The King welcomes his chief advisor and prime minister so he an pase ahypaothetical on
how to reward someone (who hes saved hislife). Haman is 0 self-centered that he is convinced that his King wantsto
hona him even more. After all, was he not the sole guest of the royals only afew hours ago, andis he nat invited for a
second solo guest appearancefor tonight? Haman then recommends that the rewarded be garbed royally and ridden onan
exceptional horse and led throughout the capital city of Shushan by atrusted servant of the King who announces
repeatedly that thisis how this King rewards his honorees. The King is pleased with Haman’ s proposal and immediately
tasks him to follow his own proposal with Mordecai the Jew as hororee and Haman as the trusted servant.

Haman is flabbergasted that not only is he not the honoreebut that Mordecai, his nemesis, isinstead. As a dutiful minister
to the King, he cariesout this very distasteful misson. Not only could his gaff barely get him ready for the second soiree
in arow with the royal couple, but hiswife Zeresh predicted that he' sagoner. And so it was. At the second perty with the
royals, the King again inquires of his Queen what she wants even if it takes up to half the assets of his kingdom to aaquire
it. Esther responds smply that all she wantsis her life andthat of her people. The King is $ocked to hea that hiswife's
lifeisin danger and demands to know whois threatening his Queen. Queen Esther then points to Haman saying this evil
man seeks that just by seeking the destruction of all the Jews in the Kingdom. The Kingis 9 furious, he car't even talk
and charges out of the soiree momentarily. Haman, seang that his goose is cooked, flings himself on Esther’s sofato beg
for hislife. The King suddenly reappears and finds Haman sprawled ou near Esther and accuses Haman of attempting to
steal his Queen in ore of hisown palaces. Haman is humili ated and embarrassed. At this precise moment, Harvonah, a
Spedal Assistant in the palace observes to the King that there stand gallows in the @urtyard ordered by Haman expressy
for Mordeca the Jew, the man who saved the King' slife. The King makes a cmmmand dedsion and aders Haman to be
hurg on the gallows he had built for Mordec.

Thus ends the very long last day in the life of Haman, a Prime Minister of the Persian Empire, whowas dorein by the
new Queen, a Jewessnamed Esther, whoin turn was advised by the man who krought her up, Mordeca the Jew. Esther
and Mordeca have been very popuar Jewish names for over two thousand years, since they specifically commemorate
for the Jewish people one of the successful battles against anti-Semiti sm that has plagued our peoplein the Diasporafor

many yeas.
