Let’s join our families together to celebrate Passover 
with friends, traditional  foods, prayers, and songs 

in a warm and friendly environment. 
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The seventh month of each Jewish year, Tishri, includes a nice mix of biblical Jewish holidays - Rosh 
Hashanah, Yom Kippur, Sukkot and Simhat Torah. This is followed by a lull of two months when in the 
beginning of winter, we celebrate eight days of Chanukah starting with the 25th day of Kislev.  After a 
month and a half, we’re in the month of Shevat where the early spring buds mean for us that it’s Tu 
Bishevat, the Jewish New Year for Trees.  Then in quick succession, we have Purim only one month 
later in Adar (or two months later if it’s a Jewish leap year, when we squeeze in a second month called 
Adar II).  A month after Purim is Seder time as we usher in Passover, which is celebrated in the month 
of Nisan, the official opening month of the Jewish year.  You’ll recall that Rosh Hashanah in Tishri 
comes in at the head of the seventh, not the first month of our elastic calendar. 
 
There are several special Sabbaths during late winter and early spring.  Passover - which has four (4) 
names just as the Seder has four (4) cups of wine/questions/sons - is also called the Spring Festival, so 
our 354-day Jewish year is regularly fine-tuned so that Passover is celebrated during the spring rather 
than in winter or fall.  My personal favorite Sabbath is Shabbat Shirah which takes place when we get to 
Exodus 15 where we read the “Song of the Sea” sung after the miracle at the Sea of Reeds where the 
Children of Israel were trapped by Pharaoh’s approaching cavalry and army, and then were miraculously 
saved by crossing the Sea as if on dry land.  Our daughter, Sherryl, became a bat mitzvah on Shabbat 
Shirah and Shirah is her Hebrew name. 
 
Several weeks later we commence a series of four (4) special Sabbaths leading up to Passover.  The first 
is Shabbat Shekalim in remembrance of Temple times when all adult Jews were required to pay a poll 
tax to support the maintenance of the Temple.  Consider it similar in purpose to paying dues to the 
synagogue. Then just before Purim, we celebrate Shabbat Zachor, which reminds the Jewish people to 
be ever vigilant against enemies who will always be there to challenge our very existence.  One 
particular enemy was Amalek who attacked the weak rear of the Children of Israel soon after they began 
their exodus from Egypt. Many generations later in the far away empire of Persia, our mortal enemy was 
Haman, a descendant of a famous king of Amalek. 
 
Following Shabbat Zachor is Shabbat Parah, which deals with the steps of becoming ritually clean as 
we prepare for eating the Paschal lamb.  The Passover holiday is like Independence Day for the Jewish 
people and cleanliness is a condition for its celebration.  Our annual celebration of becoming an 
independent people is quite different from having fireworks and marching bands.  (When Haman was 
selling to the king his idea to destroy the Jews of Persia, he was not off-the-mark when he said that the 
Jews “are different from all other nations”.) 
 
After Shabbat Parah comes Shabbat Hachodesh when we consecrate the incoming month of Nisan, 
which is the first month in our calendar. This month highlights the story of our people’s delivery from 
Egyptian bondage and our becoming a free nation and then heading to the land promised to our 
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founders, our patriarchs and matriarchs, who are always in our prayers and after whom we still name our 
children. 
 
Finally, the Shabbat just before Passover is the Great Sabbath, Shabbat Hagadol, which always precedes 
this vital holiday.  (I was born three days before Passover and became a bar mitzvah on this Sabbath.)  
So for the approximately one month between Purim and Passover, nearly every Sabbath has a theme: (1) 
Zachor:  remember; (2) Parah: cleanliness; (3) Hachodesh: first month of calendar; and (4) Gadol: the 
Great Sabbath before the Exodus from Egypt.  These four themes help us prepare to celebrate our 
becoming an independent people on Passover once again.

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Shalom: 
It is time to remember Passover and its meaning.  We all know from the wonderful education we received, 
from our parents and the wonderful previous Seders that we were slaves in Egypt.  We cried out to Hashem 
to save us and he heard our cry.  With wonders and miracles Hashem brought us out of slavery and lead us to 
the Promised Land.  Not-withstanding it taking 40 years to get there, we survived as a people and continue to 
serve Him.  One of the repeated commandments we are charged with several times in the Torah and during 
the Seder is to tell our children what Hashem did for us during this period.  Being good parents or parents-in-
the-future I’m know we all live up to this mitzvoth.  Then we have the story of the four children representing 
all types of Jews.  We all belong in the wise son/daughter category. 
     We retell the story every year but do we get new meaning from it or have we become blasé to its message.  
The Seder is a wonderful place to encourage dialogue of the past, our present and our future as a People.  
With so much hatred around the world towards Jews is there an eternal message for us as Jews to remain 
vigilant.  In order to repress the strident and ill-informed message continuously broadcast by those who twist 
the truth, we must first teach ourselves to not ignore the hatred.  Many of our relatives living in Europe 
seventy years ago believed that the Fascist would just go away after venting and a little property damage.  
We know that not to be the case.  As it was before so shall it be until the days of the Messiah.  Make the 
lessons of the past part of the eternal struggle.  More importantly discuss positive actions that each family 
member can take to counter the hatred. 
     The wise child surely understands that it is one thing to have internal family discussions and another to 
have these discussions with our friends and neighbors.  Do not assume that they understand the issues.  We 
have proven in the past that history and ideas can be modified based on a strong interpretation constantly 
repeated.  If we stand by and do not positively state our cause and show how the hatred is incorrect, many 
others begin to change based on the rhetoric.  Some say history is written by the victors.  Before a victor is 
declared, much debate goes on to influence people.  With Iran, Hamas and many others declaring Jews to be 
evil parasites, public opinion changes making it harder for Israel and us as Jews around the world to defend 
ourselves against this tide.  For those who have seen “The American President”, think back to Michael J. Fox 
telling Michael Douglas as the president to go out and respond to the public assignations by his opponent in 
the race.  The realization finally dawns on the President that he cannot let these attacks go on without 
response. 
     While celebrating the past, bring a little present into your Seder so that our future’s can be guaranteed.  At 
this time may we find peace with all, but remain ever vigilant. 
     Lastly, the wise child would also want each and everyone to become more active in your synagogue (or at 
least your President does).  How can you help?  When asked to serve, please say yes.  Board member 
elections will be held in June, but we are also looking for chairs for single functions next year.  We teach our 
wise children these responsibilities and joys by example.  Please have a wonderful, joyous Passover and may 
next year we all be celebrating in Jerusalem.
