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Did you know that there are only 61 days between Simchat Torah and the first day of Chanukah? 
Simchat Torah is close to the end of the Jewish month of Tishrei which started with two days of Rosh 
Hashanah, then came Yom Kippur which was on the tenth of Tishrei followed shortly thereafter on the 
fifteenth with Sukkot which lasted nine days and ended on Simchat Torah. The month of Tishrei ends seven 
days later and the following Jewish month, Heshvan, is 29 days. We usually alternate with 29- and 30-day 
months in our Jewish calendar so that a Jewish year is 354 days long or 11-and-a-quarter days shy of a solar 
year, which is why we stuff a whole leap month into our calendar in 7 out of every 19 years.  This explains 
why Passover sometimes seems early or Chanukah can feel late, and so on when compared with the regular 
solar calendar. 
 
And now back to Simchat Torah.  The first night of Chanukah is on the 25th of the Jewish month of Kislev so 
adding the last 7 days of Tishrei to 29 days of Heshvan plus 25 days until Chanukah gives us 61 days.  So 
besides saving up to shop for Chanukah gifts, how can we make good use of all this time that is free of 
celebrated Jewish holidays, especially after all the holidays in the month of Tishrei? 
 
We begin the weekly Torah reading cycle on Simchat Torah when we conclude Deuteronomy that ends with 
the death of our wonderful Rabbi-Teacher-Leader, Moses, affectionately known as Moshe Rabbeinu.  Starting 
on the first Shabbat after Simchat Torah, we go right into the Story of Creation.  Sorry, but Genesis has no 
dinosaurs or any other creatures that fill our museums of natural history or Steven Spielberg’s prehistoric 
thrillers.  For us, the Story of Creation has one lesson which we recite at the Friday night service at the 
Kiddush and that is: God worked six days to create heaven and earth and rested on the seventh day, and so we 
should also rest on the seventh day after working all week.  That’s it!   
 
Genesis opens with the Story of Creation of the world in six days.  A week later we read about Noah, the 
flood and the rainbow.  Only after three weeks into Genesis do we begin to talk about Jewish families in 
parashat Lech-Lecha when Abraham and Sarah and their nephew (Sarah is childless at the time) make the 
long trek from Mesopotamia to the Promised Land.  In the following week’s parashah, Abraham and Sarah 
are stunned to learn they will indeed have a child, even in their old age.  Their son, Isaac, will need the right 
spouse who will succeed Sarah as mistress of the household.   
 
Sarah dies in the 5th parashah and Abraham charges his long-time manager, Eliezer, to seek the proper mate 
for Isaac.  Like Sarah, Isaac’s wife Rebecca is also childless but learns that she will bear twin boys.  Isaac 
favors the older, Esau, and Rebecca favors the younger, Jacob.  Rebecca disguises Jacob into getting the 
blessing rightfully belonging to the older child from a blind and about-to-expire Isaac.  Jacob has to flee the 
Promised Land when Esau threatens Jacob for tricking him and their father by receiving Isaac’s final blessing.  
Jacob goes all the way back to Rebecca’s home and meets his mother’s family, and then becomes a son-in-
law by marrying his two cousins, Leah and Rachel.  Jacob’s choice as a wife was Rachel but Laban tricks him 
into marrying the older sister Leah, first.

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After 20 years of working very hard for his uncle and father-in-law, Laban, Jacob undertakes a messy 
departure what with a huge family including two wives, two handmaidens of his wives (and mothers of 
several of his children), nearly a dozen sons and a daughter, and an awful lot of sheep and other mobile 
property. On his way home to his parents, Jacob reunites peacefully with Esau.  His wife Rachel dies 
thereafter during the birth of their youngest son, Benjamin. 
 
Benjamin’s older brother, Joseph, is deeply resented by the sons of Leah and the two handmaidens because 
their father Jacob spoils him. They plot to get rid of him and sell him to slavers who are on their way to 
Egypt, later convincing Jacob that Joseph lost his life in an incident involving a wild animal.  Joseph, who 
manages to always land on his feet, winds up in jail but gets an opportunity to display his unique talent in 
interpreting dreams to none other than Pharaoh.  Pharaoh is very impressed and appoints Joseph to be in 
charge of all food production and distribution in a vast country that will undergo a 7-year famine.  
 
The regional famine predicted by Joseph in interpreting Pharaoh’s dream also affects Jacob and his remaining 
eleven sons in nearby Canaan.  Ten sons make the trip to Egypt to buy food.  Joseph spots them, but they 
don’t recognize their long-lost brother whom they sold into slavery as a youth.  He warns them not to show up 
again in Egypt without Benjamin.  The older sons have to persuade a very reluctant Jacob - who thinks 
Benjamin is his sole remaining child from Rachel - to allow Benjamin to leave home for their next trip down 
to Egypt for food.  In Egypt, Joseph plays “gotcha” games with his brothers and then threatens to keep 
Benjamin, but Judah courageously explains why he should not do so, since Jacob would surely die upon 
hearing that Benjamin is gone, too.   
 
Joseph then reveals himself to his eleven brothers.  They are absolutely dumfounded and – one would think - 
probably convinced that they are all now ‘done for’.  However, Joseph is very compassionate, excuses his 
brothers’ dastardly deed, and says that it was really God’s intention for Joseph to be in Egypt (even as a slave) 
in order to save all the people and other living things there from starvation.   
 
Joseph sends for his father, Jacob, and introduces him to Pharaoh.  Jacob later dies in Egypt but is buried back 
in the Promised Land near Hebron with first wife Leah, his parents Isaac and Rebecca, and his grandparents 
Abraham and Sarah.  Rachel is buried not far away where she died in childbirth with Benjamin.  Joseph sets 
up his brothers in Goshen, a very nice part of Egypt.  Genesis ends with Joseph dying in Egypt and being 
buried there with his family’s promise to return his bones to the Promised Land.  As Moses, several 
generations later, leads the Children of Israel out of Egyptian bondage to begin a 40-year journey back to the 
Promised Land, he honors this sacred promise and carries Joseph’s bones out of Egypt where he will 
eventually be buried in the Promised Land. 
 
Above is a synopsis of the book of Genesis, the first of the Five Books of Moses or Torah.  There are twelve 
weekly portions in this book and we will read nine of them during this 61-day period between Simchat Torah 
and Chanukah.  There are no double-headers on Sabbaths that we read from Genesis; each parashah is read 
individually on twelve different Sabbaths.  In this book we learn that our ancestors were not super beings, but 
mortals like us.  However, there is much to learn from our heroes ranging from Abraham to Joseph and in 
many respects, one can be very proud of our forebears like some of those men and women we meet in 
Genesis.  The fact that we have named so many of our children after them for thousands of years up to this 
day attests to this.

We have a busy religious service schedule during November.  We met Noah and discussed his naval 
architecture abilities, then we’ll learn about Abraham and Sarah and how graciously they treat strangers in 
their home and soon after, we’ll see what can happen when new parents (like Isaac and Rebecca) play 
favorites with their children.

It was not an overnight change, but a slow transformation, which was occurring within 
the community.  At one point, the compromises being asked became too difficult.  Much more and our 
identity would have been lost.  The miracle of the lights is a celebration that our Jewish identity was not 
compromised.  We each are a point of light when we light our menorah and remember how we have 
survived and flourished.  Individually we can help make this a better world.  Judaism is principally a 
religion whose guiding light is ‘Love thy neighbor as thy self’ as expounded by Rabbi Akiva.  May Mr. 
Obama and our next Government understand that points of light are what makes the country run at the 
local level and that change within the policies of Government make for the success of the country.  
Knowing how to use both to get the most out of all is the important point.   Light the lights and 
remember the triumphs.  Janet and I wish you a Chag Sameach.
