Sivan - Tamuz 
5766 

June 2006 
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The last Jewish year (5765) was a leap year, which meant we had an extra month of 29 days and thus more Saturdays 
on which to read a Torah portion.  This year (5766), we go back to 12 months so we have more Sabbaths on which we 
read not just one but two portions, or as I call them, ‘doubleheaders’. This past Shabbat we read a doubleheader called 
Acharei Mot-Kedoshim where the first portion, Acharei Mot, describes the aftermath of the sudden death of the two 
eldest sons of Aaron, the first High Priest, while in holy service in the Tabernacle (the portable worship area for the 
Children of Israel during their 40-year sojourn in the wilderness after their exodus from Egypt).   
 
What I want to talk about here is the second portion in the doubleheader we just read called Kedoshim, which means 
holy.  God requires of the Children of Israel that they live a holy life after many years of Egyptian slavery.  A tall order, 
one might say, but God – and of course Moses, their resolute leader – think it’s doable.  Moses, all by himself, sets a 
wonderful example.  He grew up in unimaginable luxury in Pharaoh’s palace, fled for his life from Egypt when the 
word got out that he killed an Egyptian who was beating a Hebrew slave, and changed his life style to become a 
shepherd for his father-in-law’s herd. Then one day, he heard God speaking to him from a burning bush and the rest, as 
some people say, is history.  Moses accepted God’s order to persuade Pharaoh into letting the Jewish people, the 
Children of Israel, a.k.a. the Hebrews, leave Egypt to worship God in the wilderness.   
 
So Moses plods to Pharaoh, time after time – together with his older brother Aaron - with the message that God, God of 
the Hebrew slaves, God of the whole world actually including Egypt (but Moses’ mission is not to proselytize Pharaoh 
but to redeem his people, the Children of Israel) and what does this holy man hear from Pharaoh each time?   Who is 
this God that I should let His people go!  This obstinacy is followed by a series of plagues that hurt Pharaoh and his 
people so much that Pharaoh’s closest advisors tell him that before long, Egypt will be a goner if Pharaoh persists in 
stubbornly refusing to let the slaves go.  It is only after the tenth plague that Pharaoh finally lets them go, in fact, he 
actually drives them out of Egypt. 
 
Then Moses has to put up with doubting ex-slaves who question Moses with each difficulty as when they are stuck at 
the Sea of Reeds, or they don’t have water to drink, or they don’t have meat to eat, or they miss the wonderful delights 
they recall having enjoyed in Egypt, and so on year-after-year.  When God says that He has had enough of these losers 
and plans to destroy them and make a new people just from Moses, His always trustworthy servant, Moses, cries out – 
“Please don’t do it, and should You liquidate my brothers and sisters, eliminate me too, for I am no longer worthy”.  
God, of course, would not eliminate this extraordinary and holy man and has to reconsider wiping out the Children of 
Israel.  We all thank you, again, Moses! 
 
The second portion in our recent doubleheader, Kedoshim, was the source in a famous incident involving another 
beloved leader in Jewish history, Rabbi Hillel , who lived during the period of the Second Temple.  In this incident, a 
non-Jew approached Rabbi Hillel  and challenged the great rabbi to teach him the entire Torah while standing on one 
foot.  Unlike other rabbis who had earlier tossed the flippant heathen out, the (level-headed, even-keeled and 
unbelievably cool) Rabbi Hillel  reportedly replied that the essence of the Torah can be found in Leviticus 19:18 which 
states, “Don’t take vengeance, don’t bear a grudge, love your neighbor as yourself, I am the Lord”.  Everything else,

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Rabbi Hillel  told the heathen, is just commentary.  This is one of the best-known verses in the Five Books of Moses, 
our Torah. 
   
Well!  This certainly puts a fascinating twist on the rest of the Torah for me.  I believe that Rabbi Hillel , an especially 
worthy and even holy representative of our beloved Moses, got it just right.  If one cannot love others as oneself, all the 
other requirements that the Torah places on us become moot.  Now, don’t think that there were no competing schools 
of thought to Rabbi Hillel ’s.  One well-known competing school was named after a contemporary called Shammai.  
Shammai, who also had great standing among the Rabbis of his time, is cited frequently in the Talmud, our written 
treasure wherein the differences in opinion and philosophy of Jewish law are presented and debated.  While the Hillel  
school generally prevailed in rabbinical disputes, the six cases in which Shammai prevailed (and thus his opinion rather 
than Hillel ’s was then reflected in Jewish practice) are also specifically mentioned.  The Talmud honors all Jewish 
scholars, whether in the majority or minority opinion at the end of the day. 
 
As a final thought, the phrase love your neighbor as yourself was reintroduced by Christian scholars as doing unto 
others as you would have them do unto you (see Matthew 7:12) and referred to as the “Golden Rule”.
