After our wonderful Friday eveninghabbatinner in early May, we recited some supplementary
readings to commemorate both Holocaust Memorial &aj/Israel Independence Day. Stephen
Gross played for us on his iPod a lovely renditbthe EI Molei Rachamimmemorial prayer sung
by Cantor Azi Schwartz. From there, we sangihbbalat Shabbaservice and selections from the
Friday eveningshabbatservice and then went directly to the weekbrah portion ofEmorin
Leviticus 21:1-24:23.

Emorprovides us with a review of the fixed times aadred occasions throughout the Jewish
calendar. It begins with the weekly Sabbath aed fixes the days for all the other sacred
occasions. The Paschal lamb is offered on ttfedhy of the first month of the Jewish year, called
Nissan followed on the 18 day with the Feast of Unleavened Breadyiatzah for 7 days. The

first and seventh days of Passover are fixed agdaccasions, when no work is done and special
sacrifices were brought to the Temple. Things agiriming to grow in the fields so starting on the
second day of Passover, they brought daily meatiofis (theOmel) for 7 full weeks and on the
50" day, declared another sacred occasion calledvBésfiWeeks, oShavuot

Starting with the Festival of Passover which muesteélebrated in the Spring — a seasonal
requirement that determined the design of the Jeeatendar with 12 lunar months annually
adjusted with seven leap months every 19 yearsad?assover always falls in the Spring — we have
either a late Spring or early Summer first fruasred occasion oc8havuotand then no similar
obligation until the Fall. The first day of the geth month, calledishre is the next sacred
occasion oRosh Hashanalsoon followed on the tenth day Bshrewith a Day of Atonement,
followed only five days later with a festival (oathering the year’s final harvest) where the farstl
eighth days are sacred occasions. The first seagsh afSukkotare beautified with four kinds of
growth coming from citron, palm, myrtle and willdvees. We are also told to dwell in huts called
Sukkotduring this sacred occasion to relive the nomd@iyear journey from slavery in Egypt to
ultimate entry to the Promised Land.

After destruction of the Second Temple in Jerusdigrthe Romans in the year 70 CE, the
opportunity to offer sacrifices in a central locatiwas gone, and the leadership of the Jewish eeopl
began to shift from the Priests and Levites (whmiadstered the Temple) to the Rabbis (who were
developing th&almud. Some of the sacred occasions cited in Levitioo& on several new

themes. For example, to the original first fruiierme ofShavuotvas added the significance of the
giving of theTorahitself at Mount Sinai on the festival 8havuat The eighth day dbukkot called
Shmini Atzeretnow became another time of celebration offtbeahknown asSimhat Torah
Remember that Rabbis are respected and soughtrahiefr knowledge of orah, not for
administering animal sacrifice in the Temple.




So as the Jewish people - after losing their inddpace and their country following two brutal wars
with Rome - adapted to new circumstances, theenohr remains as stateddmor but the

emphasis on various aspects of the sacred occgmiessibed in Leviticus are modified to begin to
accommodate a people without a land, living asreontly in countries with other dominant
religions. A few new holidays or sacred occasioosmentioned in th&orahwere added to the
existing calendar. The eight-day festivalGifanukahcelebrated a miracle of light for a
rededication of the Second Temple in 166 BCE byltideans who overthrew their Syrian Greek
rulers who denied them the practice of Judaism tieroexample of a new holidayRairim
commemorating when the King of Persia was firsspaded by his prime minister to permit the
destruction of Persian Jewry but then relentedpanthitted the Jews to defend themselves as urged
by his Jewish Quedastherand the influentiaMordecai

The story ofChanukahtook place in the Promised Land Butrim took place outside the Promised
Land. Jews who live outside the Promised Land capathize more readily with Jews who must
endure the hatred of a powerful Haman, while thvesda today’s Israel can associate better with the
military feats of the Maccabbees overcoming thevsibearmed Syrian Greeks.

The expulsion of Jews from Spain (1492) caused ssivadispersion of Sephardic Jews to other
countries in Europe, to North Africa and to the Aio&s. The Holocaust (1942-5) resulted in a
nearly total destruction of centuries of Jewishli@ation throughout Europe. The establishment of
an independent Jewish homeland in Israel (194&)tedea successor center of Judaism.

We now observe several new sacred occasions thahemorate both the Holocaust and the new,
reborn Jewish state. Every year during the montisgan— which was specifically selected

because the revolt by the Jews of the Warsaw Ghgtmst their Nazis murderers began on
Passover — we recall all the Jews murdered by #msNand their eager European helpers during
World War Il. The Nazis were so fastidious in teeardkeeping of their heinous, genocidal acts that
we don’t have to look hard for records but todayhage to make sure they don't get “lost” as
Holocaust deniers hinder efforts to memorializewled-documented genocidal capabilities of'20
Century Europe.

The State of Israel, 63 years old on May 9, hatitined several sacred days during which the entire
country participates in the patriotic celebratidnt® birth. Influenced by the Jewish religious
tradition of simultaneously recalling some bad witie good, e.g. breaking a glass during a joyous
wedding ceremony, Israel dedicates the day pregddmel Independence Day with an Israel
Remembrance Day. From our experience in the Uitatkes, we are very familiar with celebrating
our independence from Great Britain on JUlyo# the Glorious Fourth. We're also familiar with
setting aside Memorial Day at the end of May tactmally honor those who sacrificed their all so
that our country might live. | see these two Amamnitiolidays reflected this way in today’s Israel
which celebrates its independence while also reneemipthe people who gave their all in its
founding so that the State of Israel might survive.

We are fortunate to have a skilled and knowledgeabiah reader like Stephen Gross who
