After every person who wanted aliyah had come up to thEorah a predesignated individual to be honored was called up as
Chatan Torah Afterwards, we lifted and rolled upprahscroll No. 1 and with great fanfare called@patanMattir to the
secondTorahscroll. After that, we called up — again with great fanfahe Chatan Bereshitand renewed the annual cycle of
Torahreading from yet a thirdforah scroll starting wittBereshitwhich means: in the beginning. So after the hoi polloitheit
