On the first day oRosh Hashanahwe read about the birth of Father Isaac. Mother
Sarah had long despaired of ever havingld ohher own and gave Father
Abraham her consent to father a child, Iskimaith her maid-servant, Hagar. But
during a previous visit by God’s messengersheir way to Sodom and
Gomorrah, the First Couple (Abraham and Sanene again promised a
child. TheTorahportion (Genesi21:1-4) begins with lovely prose: “God took
note of Sarah as He had promised and did for heledtad spoken; Sarah became pregnant and boreta Abraham
in his old age . . . the newborn was named Isaaé\braham circumcised his son at eight days .oldbraham was 100
(Sarah was ten years younger)”. Isaac’s nhame eged from the Hebrew word “tz’chok” or laughtémvould
translate it as a joke; Sarah thought God was pdayith or perhaps making fun of her when bles$iagwith a child in
her old age.

In theHaftarahreading for the first day dtosh Hashanahwe read from the opening chapter of

| Samuelabout the famous prophet’s birth. His family cerfrem the tribe of Ephraim, one of the two domintites
among the twelve tribes of the Children of Isréle& other is Judah.

Isaac” (Genesi21:10). The text tells us that Abraham was neapéd with Sarah’s directive to banish Hagar and he
(and Abraham’s) son from their household, but Gegliees Abraham that the result of such banishraéntikieeping

with His plan that the Jewish people will deriverfr Isaac, not Ishmael, but that Ishmael will alsalfather of a nation.
So Ishmael and Hagar are gone, Isaac succeedadimbehe Jewish lineage, and he will run into iemgles with his
own two sons, Esau and Jacob, who will fight oherfirstborn rights.

We then read in thEaftarah how Hannah shows her gratitude to God for thénliftSamuel by dedicating him to
God'’s service in Shiloh. Samuel assists Eli areh&ally becomes the leader of the Children ofelisr&le is admired
and respected by the Israelites of his day, ardtsoresents when they come to him seeking atkimgle over them.
(What in the world do you need a king for when yawe me? he asks them incredulously.) The peoplaking
beyond Samuel’s leadership, which is a credit &ir thoresight. Samuel will eventually anoint —rfravhich Hebrew
word we geMashiachor Messiah, i.e. one who is anointed with saciied two individuals who will lead the Children
of Israel in their frequent battles with neighbbike the Philistines, Midianites, Amalekites andhets.
